ECMC will serve as a business incuba-
tor designed to help new endeavors 
turn into viable small businesses.  
ECMC will provide numerous services 
to each of its tenants as well as to 
members of the community.

hot-line, and a mailing address at 
no charge.  

In-house counseling will be available 
from partner small business support 
organizations, such as NWI Small 
Business Development Center 
(NWISBDC), Partners in Contracting 
Corporation (PICC), Service Corp of 
Retired Executives (SCORE) and Pur-
due University North Central (PNC) .   

ECMC also has a classroom for train-
ing programs, including NxLevel, busi-
ness related skills, bookkeeping sys-
tems, and special sessions and fea-
tured speakers.
